A Note on DETAB Dues Tax Deductions: 

In 1993, the US Congress enacted the Omnibus Budget Reconciliation Act containing 

provisions affecting trade associations.  To fulfill this Act, the total amount of 2010 State 

and National dues for members that is NOT deductable as a business expense (ordinary 

and necessary cost of doing business) is $83.50.  This means for Builder members, your 

business expense deduction for dues is $316.50 and for Associate Members it is $266.50.

HOME BUYER TAX CREDIT EXTENDED AND EXPANDED! 

On November 6, President Obama signed into law new legislation that gives first-time 

home buyers more time to qualify for the $8,000.00 tax credit and creates a new 

$6,500.00 tax credit for repeat buyers.  It also increases the income limits to qualify for 

the full credit to $125,000 for single taxpayers and $225,000 for married couples. 

The new tax credits apply to homes that have a signed sales contract by April 30, 2010 

and are settled no later than June 30, 2010.  More information and answers to fre-

quently asked questions about these two tax credits can be found at 

www.federalhousingtaxcredit.com.

Seven Facts about the Nonbusiness Energy Property Credit   

Taxpayers who take energy saving steps this year may get bigger tax savings next year. The 
Nonbusiness Energy Property Credit, a tax credit for making energy efficient improvements to 

homes has been increased as part of the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009.  

Here are seven things the IRS wants you to know about the Nonbusiness Energy Property 

Credit:  

The new law increases the credit rate to 30 percent of the cost of all qualifying improve-
ments and raises the maximum credit limit to $1,500 claimed for 2009 and 2010 com-

bined.  

The credit applies to improvements such as adding insulation, energy-efficient exterior 

windows and energy-efficient heating and air conditioning systems.  

To qualify as "energy efficient" for purposes of this tax credit, products generally must 

meet higher standards than the standards for the credit that was available in 2007.  

Manufacturers must certify that their products meet new standards and they must provide 
a written statement to the taxpayer such as with the packaging of the product or in a 

printable format on the manufacturers' Website.  

Qualifying improvements must be placed into service after December 31, 2008, and be-

fore January 1, 2011.  

The improvements must be made to the taxpayer's principal residence located in the 

United States.  

To claim the credit, attach Form 5695, Residential Energy Credits to either the 2009 or 
2010 tax return. Taxpayers must claim the credit on the tax return for the year that the 

improvements are made.  

Homeowners who have been considering some energy efficient home improvements may 

find these tax credits will get them bigger tax savings next year.

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WHAT SUBCONTRACTORS DONôT KNOW ABOUT THE NEW LEAD 

PAINT RULE that is set to go into effect in April 2010 could hurt them, which is 

why NAHB held a meeting at the National Housing Center last week to discuss 

concerns about the rule with representatives of several remodeling-related trade as-

sociations.  In fact, few subcontractors associated with home building and remodel-

ing (including insulation and HVAC installers and others) are even aware of the 

Lead:  Renovation Repair and Painting Rule that will govern remodeling activities 

in homes and child-occupied facilities built before 1978.  Those who are aware of it 

may assume that it targets only professional remodelers, but this is not the case.  In 

fact, it applies to any contractor who ñdisturbsò at least 6 square feet of painted sur-

faces on the inside of a home or 20 square feet on the outside.  That means that con-

tractors who install windows, insulation, home entertainment equipment or similar 

items in the target housing must become certified to do the work. 

Another little-known fact:  EPA estimates that 200,000 people will need to be certi-

fied by the April 22, 2010 deadline, yet the agency has so far approved only 97 

firms to do the training.  While the EPA has hired a public relations and marketing 

firm to create an awareness campaign for both industry professionals and the pub-

lic, and the rule is set to take effect in five months, that campaign has not yet been 

initiated.  Meanwhile, NAHB Remodelers  have indicated that EPAôs cost estimates 

for compliance, at $35.00 per job, donôt come close to reality.  One remodelerôs 

budgeting worksheet estimates the training, materials, testing, cleanup and record-

keeping required under the rule adds up to $1,200.00 or more per job, not including 

costs for subcontractors to comply.  And finally, one more unfortunate truth about 

the EPAôs LRRP rule is that even as compliance training is underway, the EPA has 

released a proposed amendment to the rule that would add more requirements and 

costs to comply.

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New storm water management requirements for builders,  announced by the EPA ... will place significant bur-
dens on the home building industry and result in higher costs for home buyers without effectively addressing water 
quality and environmental issues. Beginning next month, EPA will start placing stricter limits on the amount of pollut-
ants in storm water legally allowed to leave a construction site after a rainfall and require that water to be virtually 
free of soil or sediment. As NAHB Chairman Joe Robson said in our press release reacting to the new rules, "That's 
a standard that no builder, anywhere, can consistently expect to achieve ï and EPA's own studies show it's not the 
answer to reducing pollutants in our nation's waters."   
 
The government's Effluent Limit Guidelines for the construction and development industry have been in the works 
since the EPA was ordered by a court to come up with them one year ago following a lawsuit that was filed by an 
advocacy group. NAHB has been diligently communicating with EPA throughout this process, which helped limit the 
extent of the final rules to some extent; but even so, the guidelines set out requirements without regard to the type of 
soil on the jobsite, or to the natural turbidity of nearby streams or other water bodies. Of particular concern is the fact 
that the additional requirements are more difficult ï in some cases impossible ï to meet on smaller lots and in urban 
redevelopment, thereby severely hampering "smart growth" projects and transit-friendly building.  

"EPA specifically asked for, and NAHB provided, significant comments and alternatives that would meet these im-
portant goals at a lower cost and with less red tape, so we're quite disappointed that EPA did not take our sugges-
tions," said Joe.
